Description 
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Provide a short description of the event and its activities. 

The International Intergenerational Theatre Festival took place in Goleniów from 25 to 27 August 
2025. The event was organised by Teatr Brama within the framework of the European project Age 
Against the Machine – European Solidarity Network for Older Citizens Rights co-financed by the 
European Union Programme CERV – Network of Cities. 

The festival was fully implemented in line with the project application, and its objectives were 
successfully achieved. The programme included five performances prepared by theatre groups from 
Serbia, Denmark, Italy, Portugal, and Poland. Each production was developed through an 
intergenerational creative process and addressed the theme of ageism and age-based discrimination. 
The artistic programme was complemented by an intercultural integration workshop and a public 
debate with simultaneous translation, ensuring accessibility and active participation for all attendees. 

Over the course of three festival days, all five partner productions were presented: 

Teatr Brama (Poland) – ―Body‖ 

Trupa Drž ne Daj (Serbia) – ―Waiting for the Rain‖ 

Nordisk Teaterlaboratorium (Denmark) – ―Loneliness is a Monster‖ 

University of Évora (Portugal) – ―Old women? Who said that? We are still here!‖ 

Dispari Teatro (Italy) – ―Interwoven Rights‖ 

In accordance with the project framework, Teatr Brama established a Supervisory Council of 30 
members, representing a wide spectrum of backgrounds: seniors, students, social activists, decision-
makers, media representatives, artists, educators, and local leaders. 

Selected Council members included: Jeanette Słaby (School Director), Zofia Michalewicz (President 
of the University of the Third Age), Jolanta Miękus (Library Director), Zuzanna Różewska (Student), 
Łukasz Wójcik (Local Activity Centre), Paweł Palica (Local Media), Magda Bauer Styborska (Deputy 
Mayor), Krzysztof Sypień (Mayor of Goleniów), Martyna Kaczmarek (Influencer), Agata Kiziuk 
(Activist), Anita Jurewicz (City Council Member), Dariusz Kubinowski (Professor of Pedagogy), 
Zbigniew Łukaszewski (Community Centre Director, Dancer), Maria Łupińska (Dressmaker), as well 
as presidents of local associations and representatives from the educational and artistic sectors. 

In addition, volunteers from Teatr Brama engaged through the European Solidarity Corps were 
actively involved in the organisation of the festival. Young people aged 20–30 from across Europe 
supported the project activities, which significantly enhanced their awareness, sensitivity, and 
openness towards older citizens. 

The Council actively participated in the festival programme, particularly in the debate and integration 
events. Their involvement gave the festival a strong civic, participatory, and political dimension. 

Throughout the year, Teatr Brama maintained regular communication with the Supervisory Council, 
keeping members updated on the progress of the project. Several weeks before the festival, official 
invitations were sent to the Council members, and an information meeting was held to present the 
festival programme and activities.
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Cooperation and Organisational Support 

The organisation of the Festival was made possible thanks to close cooperation with:The Municipality 
of Goleniów, The University of the Third Age in Goleniów – which actively engaged seniors in the 
festival events, and Kabaret Kampus, a local senior group that performed during the integration 
activities. 

 

T10.1 – Organisation of performances and debates + publication of video animation 

During the three Festival days (25–27 August 2025), five partner productions were presented: 

Teatr Brama (Poland) – ―Body‖ 

An intergenerational production created within the framework of the project, exploring the human 
relationship with one’s body – its limitations, freedom, and the cult of youth. The performance 
presented the body as a map of experiences and emotions, rather than merely a biological shell. 

Drž ne Daj Troup (Serbia) – ―Waiting for the Rain‖ 

A poignant portrayal of older people’s lives in the face of exclusion, indifference, and systemic 
barriers. The performance served as a theatrical appeal for solidarity and respect for dignity at every 
age. 

Nordisk Teaterlaboratorium (Denmark) – ―Loneliness is a Monster‖ 

A wordless, imaginative story that tames loneliness and demonstrates that isolation can become an 
impulse for encounter. The performance was accessible to audiences of all ages, from children to 
seniors. 

University of Évora (Portugal) – ―Old women? Who said that? We are still here!‖ 

A performance on female identity, dreams, and community. It highlighted the strength of sisterhood 
and women’s determination to break stereotypes associated with age. 

Dispari Teatro (Italy) – ―Interwoven Rights‖ 

A puppet performance with live music, intertwining voices of different generations in a narrative about 
equality and community. It was an artistic warning against prejudice and an encouragement to build a 
world free of ageism. 

As part of the Festival, a public debate entitled ―There is Time Between Us‖ took place with the 
participation of project partners, the local community, and representatives of institutions, including 
Magdalena Kochan, Senator of the Republic of Poland. The debate created a space for exchanging 
experiences on ageism and demonstrated how applied theatre can serve as a tool to overcome 
stereotypes. 

Performances were held at the Goleniów House of Culture and Rampa Kultura (Teatr Brama’s 
headquarters).

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T10.2 – Organisation of Workshops 

Integration Workshop: ―Meeting of Cultures and Generations‖ 

As part of the festival, an integration workshop was organised in the form of an intergenerational and 
intercultural meeting. Its objective was to explore the musical and dance traditions of the partner 
countries, break down interpersonal barriers, and foster connections through shared activities. 

Each partner group prepared three pieces – including a lullaby and two traditional songs – which were 
presented in the format of an open concert. Collective singing provided an opportunity to exchange 
experiences, discover different cultures, and identify similarities between the traditions. 

An integral part of the workshop was a series of dance competitions, during which participants learned 
characteristic steps from the folk dances of the respective countries. The activity was highly interactive 
– participants learned from one another, creating a space for spontaneous and joyful exchanges.
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T10.3 – Organisation of Intercultural Meetings 

The workshops concluded with an intergenerational and intercultural dance gathering that brought 
together all participants – seniors, young people, and children alike. This part of the meeting had a 
special character, as dance became a universal language of understanding, enabling the collective 
experience of emotions, joy, and energy regardless of age, origin, or language barriers. The shared 
dances – inspired by the traditions of various partner countries – were interwoven with improvisation 
and spontaneous exchanges of movement, further reinforcing the sense of community and openness. 
The atmosphere was joyful, dynamic, and full of mutual curiosity, while the integrative nature of the 
activity allowed participants to engage more deeply with the core values of the project. 

The event concluded with a communal dinner, organised in the form of a long integration table, where 
all participants – artists, seniors, students, and facilitators – sat together. The meal provided not only 
an opportunity to recuperate after an intensive day but, above all, a space to continue the 
conversations initiated during the workshops and dance activities. In this informal setting, participants 
exchanged everyday life experiences, reflections on ageism, and observations regarding cultural 
similarities and differences. These conversations often went beyond the festival’s main themes, 
serving as the starting point for new relationships and ideas for further international collaboration.
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The event was attended by the Deputy Mayor of Goleniów, Magdalena Bauer Styborska, 
who welcomed the guests, presented each participant with a gift from the city, and 
emphasised the importance of the project for the local community.

Local and regional media: Radio Szczecin (the largest regional radio station) broadcasted a 23-minute 
interview with Patrycja Glądała, who spoke about the project as well as the performances and the 
debate held on 25–27 August 2025.

Thanks to these diverse activities, the festival had a wide reach, engaged different audience 
groups, and increased the visibility of the project at the local, national, and European levels.

Brama and initiator of the BRAMAT and Łaknienia festivals. He provided substantive supervision for 
the festival. 

Patrycja Glądała – project manager; with experience in PR and event organization; associated with 
the Brama Theater for 8 years as a project coordinator. Under her leadership, contact was established 
with the local press, radio stations, the Goleniów Commune, and local media such as wGoleniowie.pl 
and RadioSzczecin. The project and printing of posters and leaflets were coordinated, and regular 
publication of information on social media was ensured in cooperation with the Brama Theatre team 
responsible for PR and communication. The coordinator was responsible for distributing invitations, 
engaging the local community to participate in events during the festival, and ensuring the smooth 
running of all events within the project. 

The festival, part of the Age Against the Machine project, took place during the 26th edition of the 
Goleniów Theater Meetings Bramat 2025. Each edition attracts hundreds of visitors, and the festival 
enjoys great popularity both nationally and internationally. Thanks to this, we were able to reach a 
wide audience from all over Poland and Europe, including Ukraine, Germany, Greece, and Italy, with 
the idea of the project and the topic of age discrimination. 

 

The Age Against the Machine project was also promoted in the BRAMAT 2025 catalog, which was 
distributed among the residents of Goleniów as well as all BRAMAT guests from Poland and Europe, 
thanks to which we reached a wide audience and a large group of artists with the idea of the project.
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Young theater critics attended the BRAMAT Festival, watching all the performances, writing reviews, 
and talking to the artists. The festival newspaper published an interview with Lazar Jovanov and 
Branka Bajic Jovanov, leaders of the Serbian group. The interview focused on their working methods.

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Results 

All tasks were completed: performances, debates, workshops, and intercultural meetings. 

The objectives were achieved: raising awareness of ageism, building intergenerational solidarity, 
engaging stakeholders, and ensuring wide visibility. 

The 30-member Project Council actively participated in the events, ensuring a participatory and civic 
dimension.  

Communication activities covered a variety of target groups: young people, seniors, decision-makers, 
the media, artists, and the local community. 

The festival became an important event of the project, combining artistic expression with civic debate 
and contributing to raising awareness of ageism in Poland and Europe. 

 

The implementation of the work package fully met the objectives of the Age Against the Machine 
project. The event successfully created an international and intergenerational platform that not only 
increased awareness of ageism but also demonstrated, in practice, how art can be a powerful tool in 
combating stereotypes, building solidarity, and fostering social inclusion. The festival provided a 
meaningful space for exchange, inspiration, and community action, and its outcomes will have a 
lasting effect at both local and European levels.  
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
